ixty years ago, the Soviet Union launched the world's first artificial satel-

lite, ushering in a new era of scientific discovery. Sputnik I was an impres-

sive technological advancement that also triggered anxiety and fear over a

perceived technology gap between the United States and the Soviet Union.

In response, President Eisenhower convinced Congress to pass the National Defense

Education Act (NDEA) less than one year later, providing the funding that fueled the

space race and eventually landed the first human on the moon.The NDEA also includ-

ed funding to increase science and technology education, foreign language, and world

history and culture courses as a vital component of our national security and econom-

ic competitiveness. The act provided the first federal funding for the use of education-

al television as an instructional medium.

A decade later, in September 1968, Vegas PBS partnered with the Clark County

School District’s Vocational Technical High School to produce and broadcast six hours

a day of live instruction in math, science and foreign languages.The national and local

educational television courses were a success, and led to the public-private partnership

we now call public television.

Now in its 44th season, NOVA is the

most-watched primetime science series

on American television.This month, NOVA
will capture the extraordinary total solar

eclipse over North America.

On August 21, 2017, people across the United States will see the sun disappear behind the

moon, turning daylight into twilight, causing the temperature to drop rapidly and revealing mas-

sive streamers of light streaking through the sky around the silhouette of the moon.
