The four-part
series draws on science, archeology and history to showcase the ancient and still thriv-
ing cultures that spread across North, Central and South America. The Independent
Lens film Dawnland tells the story of the nation’s first-ever government-endorsed truth
and reconciliation commission, which investigated the devastating impact of Maine’s
child welfare practices on Native American communities.

In A Point in Time, a local Nevada filmmaker follows archaeologists working in
Nevada and Utah as they discover artifacts that reveal surprising details about some
of the first inhabitants in our neighborhood. Viewers can continue the exploration of
Nevada’s Native heritage with Outdoor Nevada: Common Ground as John Burke and
the crew are joined by tribe members from four Native American Nations in the state
and explore the land through their eyes.

Last month, Nevada Week, aired a special episode with a panel of educators and
local Paiute tribe members who see inclusion of local Native American education as a
component of our state’s tourism prosperity, historic identity, and essential to preserve
a culture at-risk of extinction. You can watch the full episode at VegasPBS.org or on
our YouTube channel.

Our ever-curious viewers like to go beyond the airwaves and experience history up
close and personal. This month we offer members a three-day trip to Wapatki pueblo
villages, the Painted Desert, and Montezuma’s Castle, stopping in Flagstaff and
Winslow Arizona along the way.

We’ll be giving continued attention to the important work being done right here in Las Vegas,

as the Clinic expands into research on diseases like Parkinson’s and Multiple Sclerosis. If you

support this effort, there are a couple things you can do.
