his month in Nevada tens of thousands of caps and gowns will be rented,
thousands of auditoriums and stadiums will be decorated, and hundreds of
graduation speeches will be delivered. Nearly every graduation speech will
praise the hard work of the graduates, and celebrate the support of par-
ents, teachers and family. In each of our 50 years, Vegas PBS has played

a supporting role in these graduations.
On our first day of broadcasting in 1968,Vegas PBS provided early childhood school

readiness programs like Mr. Rogers Neighborhood and The Friendly Giant. 50 years
later, Daniel Tiger’s Neighborhood plus Sesame Street, Arthur, Dinosaur Train and
others fill this role. Today, children’s programs are also offered on a separate 24-hour
channel and are available for online streaming. They also include interactive games,
mobile phone apps, books, and classroom workshop materials. Grants allowed Vegas
PBS to conduct more than 800 parent engagement workshops that extended these pro-
grams and served nearly 185,000 parents and children last year.

Also in 1968 under the guidance of Clark County School District Assistant
Superintendent – and future Nevada Governor – Kenny Guinn, Vegas PBS enlisted
career and technical education students to produce daily live instructional classes in
math, science, arts and culture, and foreign languages for broadcast on Channel 10.
Today, Vegas PBS delivers online “digital learning objects” to homes and schools from
a vast library of curriculum-indexed instructional media offerings for teachers in pub-
lic, private, charter and home schools.
These materials received an astonishing
20 million statewide views last year.

We supported graduating adults as
well. More than 3,600 adults earned an
online high school diploma through our
programs. Doctors, nurses, lawyers, and
teachers completed more than 12,000 continuing education courses offered by Vegas
PBS to maintain their professional certifications.These career and technical programs
are vital to insuring a vibrant local economy with a well-trained workforce.

This effort will receive a big boost this year as we kickoff a multi-year national ini-
tiative on career and technical education. The Corporation for Public Broadcasting
(CPB) awarded Vegas PBS over $180,000 to support providers of technical education
and career readiness in Southern Nevada. The American Graduate: Getting to Work
Initiative will engage with community partners to assess middle-skill workforce chal-
lenges and opportunities and produce media content supporting the essential skills
needed for students and workers ages 16 to 26.

From pre-school to career, Vegas PBS carries out our mission to “educate and
empower people” in formal tuition-based partnerships with most of the degree-granti-
ng and certification authorities in Nevada.Your annual support funds the informal edu-
cation programs on Channel 10 from news and public affairs, to science and history, or
cooking and home repair. Despite dramatic changes in technology and viewing devices,
our 50-year commitment to nonprofit, nonpartisan, noncommercial, education thrives
because viewers like you become members. So in May, we celebrate you as a vital force
behind all the graduates your investment in public television helped cross the stage
this month.

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’ve been asked on many occasions,“What the heck is an AHEC?” I must admit, there was
a time when I too had never heard of AHEC. You may have heard that Nevada ranks
between 45–47 nationally in overall health, depending on which report you read. The
health care system in Nevada has some common and unique challenges to overcome if we
are to make lasting improvements to community health status and outcomes. One program

that is striving to make a difference is Vegas PBS’ Desert Meadows Area Health Education
Center, or AHEC.

AHECs are created to help improve access to health care services for individuals who are
underserved, uninsured, isolated or medically vulnerable. AHECs receive federal grant funding
from the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA). AHECs are also strengthened
by the National AHEC Organization (NAO), which provides invaluable support and advocacy for
the overall AHEC network that includes more than 300 centers. As part of this national AHEC
network, the Nevada AHEC program office located at the University of Nevada, Reno supports
the AHECs in Nevada with the common mission to reach out to rural and urban areas with crit-
ical shortages of health care professionals. In addition, Nevada AHECs provide a bridge between
academic health programs and the com-
munity in all seventeen Nevada counties.
Vegas PBS and our partners are commit-
ted to helping educate and train a strong
and diverse healthcare workforce in
Southern Nevada.

Vegas PBS is recognized nationally for
using television and other technologies to
educate and empower individuals and to
expand and amplify the effectiveness of
community organizations. In the Fall of 2014, Vegas PBS leadership was approached by repre-
sentatives from the HRSA, NAO, and Nevada AHEC about the opportunity to operate an AHEC
as a service of Vegas PBS to serve southern Nevada including Clark, Esmeralda, Lincoln, Nye
and White Pine counties.

In March 2015, Desert Meadows AHEC began operating as a service of Vegas PBS. Desert
Meadows AHEC provides continuing education courses, outreach programs and special educa-
tional events or activities to promote healthcare worker expertise, career opportunity awareness,
health fairs and activities to improve healthcare access for medically underserved communities.
This outreach is done in collaboration with local health companies and agencies, all our private
and public education institutions and other medical leaders throughout Southern Nevada.

Some of our most popular student career pipeline programs are the Teen Education And
Careers in Healthcare Workshops (Grade 8-12), College Engagement Series (Grade 9-12),
Health Career Exploration Camp (Grade 10-11), CampMED (Grade 8), AHEC Scholars and
AHEC Ambassador Interprofessional Educational (collegiate students) and Community
Engagement Programs. In addition, we’ve hosted health related preview screenings of PBS doc-
umentaries such as The Brain with David Eagleman, Alzheimer’s: Every Minute Counts, and
Understanding the Opioid Epidemic, which were all open to the public and included panel dis-
cussions with leading health care experts. Overall, Desert Meadows AHEC programs and activ-
ities have served more than 10,000 Nevadans.

In

the final episode of this series tonight, Dunkirk has now become a siege

town. While a large number of the Army has been evacuated, many tens

of thousands still remain.The evacuation slows to a snail's pace as day-

light sailing is suspended and the crews of the naval ships, who have

been working for nine days without rest, are exhausted.When the British

Expeditionary Force is finally evacuated, no provision can be made for

the wounded. Some are left behind to face the Germans who arrive in

Dunkirk on the same day as Churchill makes his now famous speech to

the House of Commons vowing never to surrender.
